Christmas Joy Offering 
 

Once again, at Christmas this year, we ask for 

your contributions to the Christmas Joy Offering.  A 

Presbyterian tradition for more than 65 years, the 

Christmas Joy Gift Offering is one of four special 

offerings designated by the Presbyterian Church, USA 

for specific purposes. Your gift, joined with those of 

thousands of other fellow Presbyterians, helps make 

Godôs love real and tangible to the recipients. 

 

 The Christmas Joy Offering is directed toward 

two distinct purposes.  One half is directed to the 

Presbyterian Board of Pensions.  These funds are used 

to offer income supplements, shared grants, and 

emergency assistance to supplement the pensions of 

retired ministers, missionaries, and church workers who have dedicated their lives to the 

church in an era that often did not provide adequate retirement savings.  Behind this 

assistance are the stories that make this expression of the churchôs concern for its workers 

worthwhile.  It can be the death of a spouse, medical bills not covered by insurance, a flood 

or tornado (Katrina was a specific instance), a seriously ill child, or other difficulties.  

Whether large or small, these grants show the love and appreciation of the church to those 

who have dedicated their lives to serving the church. 

 

The other half of the offering is directed toward a long-term goal of the Presbyterian 

Church, that of higher education for minority youth.   The eight schools that benefit from 

this offering were founded by the Presbyterian Church, often by Presbyterian missionaries, 

in the late 1800ôs and early 1900ôs to provide educational opportunities for minority youth, 

including Alaskan and Southwestern Native Americans, Hispanic, and African American 

youth.  The funds are used for operating costs to support the schools and also to provide 

scholarships to deserving students.  The stories in your bulletin illustrate the stories of 

young people who struggle mightily to pay for an education when their families have little 

to no capacity to assist them with these costs.  These institutions develop leaders in the 

church and in society, and enable young minority students to pursue their professional 

goals.  

 

You may participate by using one of the special Christmas Offering envelopes found 

in the pews or by sending a check marked ñChristmas Offering.ò 

 

Please join with Presbyterians across the whole church to share generously during 

this Christmas season. Make it truly a time of giving. With this offering, we can bring Good 

News of Great Joy!

Money from the Kroger Card Mission Fund for the calendar year 2010 may only be used to support 

mission outreach activity that personally involves youth and/or adult members of the First 

Presbyterian Church, Morgantown.  The money will provide a  minimum of $2,000 as support to the 

annual Youth Mission Trip; support, as available, a short (weekend?) youth/adult work trip to 

southern West Virginia in connection with WVMAW or to another location; support, as available, 

members who wish to personally engage in another mission outreach activity.   

The Mission Committee will evaluate in September 2010 the effectiveness of supporting FPCôs mission 

outreach activities through the Kroger Mission Fund as outlined above and make recommendations for 

the future.

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Novemberôs Session Meeting 
 

Session met on Nov. 8 at 6 p.m. After being opened in prayer by Co-Pastor Rev. John Sonnenday, Session 

participated in Presbyteryôs Triennial Visit. Representing the Presbytery from Fairmont were Elders Bill Laughlin 

and Evelyn Stewart. A Triennial Visit is meant to be a conversation about how things have been going for the past 

three years. The Session had received a set of questions in advance and answered as follows: 

 What have been some moments of joy and excitement in your churchôs life? Liturgical art, worship, 

music, Youth Mission Team and subsequent youth worship, Westminster House, Bible School, revitalization of 

Youth Ministry, completion of Lombard process, Co-Pastors, Minister of Music, Choir, Youth Choir, response of 

adults volunteering to be on Youth Ministry Team, sense of survival, Adult Education and electronic 

communications. 

 Tell us about your life in worship. Strong liturgy by Co-Pastors and Worship Committee, two adult and age 

level Sunday schools, liturgical (seasonal) church decorations, new projection system supplements worship service, 

banners, window paraments, Bell Choir, Minister of Music incorporates youth in music during the worship service. 

 Tell us about fellowship in your congregation. Several new small groups have formed; Deaconôs 

Fellowship Committee has events for the congregation, ex. Intergenerational Halloween gathering, Thanksgiving 

Dinner, Oktoberfest, Annual Church Picnic. 

 How do you minister to those beyond your church? Pancake Breakfast, Campus Ministry, Empty Bowls, 

Westminster House, PCDC, Stephen Ministers available to others and referrals from Monongalia General Hospital, 

Church provides financial contributions through Mission Committee recommendations, AA and non-profits hold 

meetings in the church building. 

 When you consider the resources of this congregation, what are the blessings and challenges? 

Decreased membership and attendance by 25%, reserve funds depleted, very generous givers, Administrative 

Assistant received $550 in recognition of 10 years of employment, congregation is full of creativity and talent, 

Westminster House is a challenge, PCDC is improving its financial status. 

 What makes your church unique? Downtown location adjacent to WVU, PCDC has an excellent 

reputation and serves a high proportion of indigent, strong relationship with Westminster Foundation (first church in 

US to establish campus ministry at a state university), largest Presbyterian Church in the county, talent in the 

congregation.  

 What are three wishes you have for this church? What would need to change for this to happen?  
Dollars to finish Westminster House and its vision, grow a little, stabilize the PCDC financial situation, continue 

spiritual deepening, increase attendance in Adult Education; we are working on these matters and have moved on 

from the Lombard process. 

 This congregation is the Presbytery of West Virginia in this community. How does that have meaning 

to you? Are there things you would like for us to share with others in the Presbytery? A sense of not being 

connected to Presbytery, Presbyterôs geographic size inhibits connectivity, there are individuals from this Church 

who do have connections and have volunteered, we appreciate support of Presbytery in Lombard process and 

Westminster House activities. 

  

Session action items included approving members to be assigned to Committees, completed its review of the 

Church Rolls, discussed our outreach to the LGBT community including ñSafe Zoneò training and the next steps to 

include an after-Church conversation for the congregation with T. Ann Hawkins Ph.D., Interim Director of 

Psychological Services at the Carruth Center about Safe Zone concepts. 

Session endorsed Susan Eason as Nominee for Elder Commissioner/Alternate to General Assembly. 

  Regarding the PCDC, John Garlow reported on new software, new billing methods and that the Center is 

improving its financial status. Session approved John Garlow to fill a vacancy on the Westminster House Board.  

Finance and Legal Chair Barry McMillan shared that church revenue and expenses were about even but only because 

we are running behind on our mission contributions. 

Session was closed in prayer by Co-Pastor Haig.

Membership Rolls 
George Lilley, Clerk of Session 

 

Our Presbyterian Book of Order states,  

 

ñAccepting the privilege and responsibility of membership in the church is a commitment to 

Jesus Christ that binds the individual to fulfillment of the obligations of membership. Members 

shall, when encouraged by Session, regularly review and evaluate the integrity with which 

they are involved in the ministry of the church and consider ways in which their participation 

in the worship and service of the church may be increased and made more meaningful. The 

Session shall review the roll of members at least annually, and shall counsel with those who 

have neglected the responsibilities of membership.ò 

 

ñA faithful member accepts Christ's call to be involved responsibly in the ministry of his 

Church. Such involvement includes 

a. proclaiming the good news, 

b. taking part in the common life and worship of a particular church, 

c. praying and studying Scripture and the faith of the Christian Church, 

d. supporting the work of the church through the giving of money, time, and talents,  

e. participating in the governing responsibilities of the church, 

f. demonstrating a new quality of life within and through the church, 

g. responding to God's activity in the world through service to others, 

h. living responsibly in the personal, family, vocational, political, cultural, and social 

relationships of life, 

I. working in the world for peace, justice, freedom, and human fulfillment.ò 

 

Session, over the past three months, has reviewed the rolls and where possible made contact with individuals 

who have either moved away or have not been active in this church. 

 

Our Presbyterian Book of Order requires that "the names of members shall be placed upon, removed, or 

deleted from the rolls of the church only by order of this Session whenever the session is fully satisfied that 

such action is justified." The classification of Membership Rolls include: Baptized Members, Active Members, 

Affiliate Members, and Inactive Members. 

 

An inactive member is entitled to all the rights and privileges of an active member except the right to speak in 

meetings of the congregation and to vote and hold office. 

A resident church member who is on the inactive roll is to be provided pastoral care for a period of two years 

after which the person may be deleted from the roll by Session if the person has not been restored to active 

membership. We accomplish that pastoral care through the Deacons. 

 

Concerning an active member who moves away, the Book of Order states, "it shall be that person's duty to 

become an active member of a church in the community where that person is living." Session is to encourage 

that person to become active in another church. After one year, Session may place the person on the Inactive 

Members' roll and if there is no activity after another year, Session may delete the person from the rolls 

without further notice. 

  

We give thanks to our Pastoral leadership, church office staff, and Session members who participated in the 

process. We also thank our Deacons and Session for their work to insure that our members are followed and 

that our records are up to date and accurate.
