The security company then telephones a member of staff 
who has to come out in the middle of the night, turn off the 
alarm, and check the building with the police to insure no 
one is inside.  This is a terrible imposition on staff when 
there is no real threat, except that a door was left 
unlocked. 
 So please, when you are here in the evening, be 
sure the doors are locked.  Every group meeting at night 
has someone with a key who can lock up. Please help us 
exercise responsibility over the security of our building.
