the prayers. 

ÅNever offer to assist as an usher, liturgist, musician or singer. 

ÅDonôt contribute to the offering, or if you do, use coins. 

ÅAvoid eye contact during the Passing of the Peace. 

ÅBe prepared to bolt as soon as the closing prayer is finished. You may want to get out your car keys 

to facilitate a faster escape. 

ÅDrive away as quickly as possible. If others get in your way, honk the horn at them. 

ÅDonôt pray at home during the following week, unless an emergency comes up.

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Habitat Triathlon Volunteers Needed  
 
Volunteers are needed for the Sprint, Swim and Spin Triathlon that will be held Saturday, Aug. 28.  The volunteers 
are spaced along the race course to make sure that the racers are safe; stationed at the transition areas and 
turnaround points; and needed at the Registration Table and Food Table.  The volunteers are a vital part of this fun 
and exciting race that is a huge fundraiser for Habitat for Humanity here in Morgantown. 
 
Habitat for Humanity is a nonprofit, ecumenical Christian housing ministry that seeks to eliminate poverty housing 
and homelessness from the world and to make decent shelter a matter of conscience and action.  Habitat for 
Humanity was founded in 1976 by Millard and Linda Fuller.  Habitat has built over 350,000 houses around the world, 
providing more than 1.75 million people in 3,000 communities with safe, decent, affordable shelter.  Through 
volunteer labor and donations of money and materials, Habitat builds simple, decent houses with the help of the 
homeowner (partner) families. 

Habitat is not a giveaway program. In addition to a down payment and monthly mortgage payments, homeowners 
invest hundreds of hours of their own labor (sweat equity) into building their Habitat house and the houses of others.  
Habitat houses are sold to partner families at no profit and financed with affordable loans.  The homeownersô monthly 
mortgage payments are used to build still more Habitat houses. 
 
What YOU can do to support Habitat for Humanity:  
1. Children, adults, and teams of three can register to participate in the Triathlon by going to the web site at http://

www.sprintsplashspin.com 
 
2.  You can register to be a race volunteer by going to the web site (http://www.sprintsplashspin.com ) or looking for 
the volunteer signups in the parlor after worship. 

3.  Come out on Friday evening for the Kidôs Race or all day Saturday for the adult race along the race course and 
cheer on the racers.  You can see a copy of the race course on the Triathlon web site. 
 
4.  Watch for information about ñBuilding on Faithò week in September and join the church team that will work on a 
local Habitat House. 
 
5.  Donate food and/or funds to provide meals for teams working on these local houses.
