The baptismal font was commissioned especially for First
Presbyterian Church, Morgantown, WV, using funds from a
gift of Nelda Evans. It was designed and created by Erich
Thompson of Greensboro, MC a wood craftsman and
ordained minister in the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) whose
calling now is to create chan
theological and liturgical grounding, combined with his
technical and aesthetic skills, make him uniquely qualified to
create furnishings that aid the people in their worship of
God.

The font was crafted to complement the Paschal candle
stand that had been made in Spring 2007 by member
Michael Bush.

The bowl of the font was created in the glass studio of
Kathleen Ash of Manasco, Texas.

This font is similar to ones found in Montreat Conference
Center in Montreat, NC (also created by Thompson), and
another in the chapel of the Presbyterian Center in
Louisville, KY.

The font was dedicated in worship on May 9, 2010
