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Organ Work To Begin in 2010

In the fall of 2008, the worship committee formed addhocorgan committee to

study thestateof-the-organ. This committee began by reviewing the history of

the pipe organ in this congregation as a context for looking to the future.

Information was gathered from several organ companies, area organists, angl the

archives.

The Session approved a recommendation from the committee in February of
2009 and signed a contract to install a set@te combination action system with
work to begin sometime in 2010. We are currently waiting for parts to arrive
from the factory so our console (that holds the keyboards and pedal boards)

be fitted with computerized controls. The integrity of the pipe organ will be fufly

maintained, but the aging mechanical/electrical controls will be replaced with

can

new technology with many additional functions that have come to be expected in

our digital world. During the process, projected to take place in late summer
2010, the organ console will temporarily be moved from the sanctuary to a
workshop in Pittsburgh for about one month.

96% of the funds are already in place in a designated organ fund. The total

project cost is $28,500 and only $1,109.66 is still needed. The committee inyites

anyone who would like to financially support the continuing care of the organ
contribute to the designated fund #9013. Since the estimated replacement \
of the organ is $375,000, it can be compared to thetlenmg investment of home
ownership and maintenance.
