On Sunday February 6, 140 million Americans will tune in to the Super Bowl football game.  There 

will be parties with abundant food, friendship and fellowship. At the same time, there will be people 

worrying about staying warm, finding shelter and getting a warm meal.   

 

In 1990, a Super Bowl Sunday prayer inspired a group of young people to do something more than 

celebrate a football game. They created the Souper Bowl of Caring, and have mobilized youth across 

the country to raise more than $71 million for people in need.   Our church will join young people 

around the country as they demonstrate God‟s love by loving their neighbors through the Souper 

Bowl of Caring.   Our youth will join young people in churches across the country to collect money 

for those who are hungry and hurting.  In 2010, $10 million was collected by Souper Bowl of Caring 

participants for local charities. All of the money collected is donated to a charity selected by our own 

youth- none of the money is sent to the Souper Bowl of Caring headquarters. Organizers only ask that 

each participant report their collection so national totals can be determined and announced.   It‟s a 

simple, yet significant act of caring for others.   

 

Our youth will hold soup pots at the doors after worship on Feb. 6.  Please support the youth of our 

church in this effort to “love our neighbors” by dropping money in the soup pot and bringing some 

canned food that will go to the local food pantries.

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There Are Some Changes Being Made . . .  
 
In the middle of January, the organ console was removed for a major upgrading.  These 

improvements will enhance the operation of the organ and insure its reliability for the future.  The 

total cost is $28,500, and we have received all but $535 of what we need to pay for this work.   

 

While the organ console is out, we will take advantage of the opportunity to make some much 

needed improvements in the balcony in order to make it much more usable, and safe, for the choirs.  

New flooring is being put in to replace the very narrow steps on which the choir currently stands 

and make it possible to hold instruments, including the bell table; new electrical outlets will enhance 

the lighting; the audio-visual system will be slightly relocated; and the walls will be painted..  Much 

of the labor is being donated by members J R Stemple, Judd Talbot, John Garlow, and Joe Evans.  

We have enough funding to do a barely adequate job.  Some additional funds would allow us to do 

the job properly.

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Empty Bowls Monongalia is once again gearing up for its annual soup and bread luncheon.

The basic premise of an Empty Bowls event is simple: guests get to choose a handmade ceramic 

bowl, crafted by WVU, local potters and area school children which they may take home with them.  

At the luncheon they may enjoy a choice of hot soup, bread and homemade cookies and the pleasure 

of greeting many friends from the community. The bowl can be kept as a reminder of the meal‟s 

purpose to fight hunger.  Guests at the luncheon will also be entertained by a variety of live musical 

performances.  All proceeds from the event are donated to feeding programs and food pantries in 

Monongalia County.  In its first four years, Empty Bowls Monongalia has donated close to $46,000 

to local food pantries and feeding programs.
